Footage was
captured to HDCAM-SR format
at 4:4:4 sampling rate and 23.976
fps, recorded directly to the Sony
SRW-1 tape deck mounted to the
back of the camera. During the
shooting phase the Panavision
Gamma Box was used to create
and apply the LUTs to each shot.
This LUT info was sent as a LUT
log to editorial each day, where
they used another Gamma box
to apply the same LUTs to the
captured footage.

In many ways, the edito-
rial team was serving as its own
digital “telecine” facility. They
had to perform duties like clon-
ing the HDCAM SR masters, cre-
ating their own databases, syncing, and similar duties
that are often done overnight at a telecine facility. TFK’s
lead editor Eric Strand admits that the added work to
the editorial because of this was much bigger than an-
ticipated.

Strand also had to reckon with the differences
between US and China when it came to the shooting
and editing of action sequences. “In China, the action
sequences are shot in what is known as the ‘Hong
Kong style,” where they shoot everything in short little

bits. Each little bit goes to each little bit, as opposed to
American style where you have multiple cameras and
tons of tons of film, which gives you more options. In
the ‘Hong Kong style’ of shooting for fight sequences,
there is pretty much only one way to go. Having these
fragmented pieces and then trying to figure out how
they go together is the big challenge.”

MEETING CHALLENGES
Sound was recorded to a Fostex PD-6 recorder. Its time-
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code was used as the master time code, and fed to the
smart slate as well as the SRW-1 deck. Often times there
were challenges, sometimes requiring ingenious solu-
tions. Zack Fine, explains, “ We found ourselves doing
a lot of data entry, particularly with the sound imports.
We were supposed to be getting XML data out of the
sound files, but it turned out that the software that
converted the sound files for us was having problems,
because the XML files that was embedded in the sound
files had a misspelling init.”

That misspelling was traced to the hardware de-
vice, but the fix came in software. Fine wrote an XML
cross flow between the audio files and Final Cut Pro
that saved the assistant editors all of that manual data
entry. Fine says, “That may seem like a small item, but
when you have over 200 sound files coming in daily,
that is a lot of manual entry.”

For a movie like TFK, rich in fantasy and mythical
elements, one would automatically assume a large
number of special effects. And at over 850 shots, the
VFX task was just as complex and demanding as any-
thing else on this feature. Due to the complexity and
the demanding nature of the effects, the work was di-
vided up between Seoul, Hong Kong and Los Angeles.
South Korea was the center for all 3D work, while Hong
Kong handled wire removal and some 3D environment
work. Los Angeles vendors handled the face replace-
ments and wire removals.

Assistant Editor David Rosenblatt highlights the
cultural challenge of the film this way: “The Forbid-

den Kingdom' is like trying to take a character that to
the Chinese people and culture is like Santa Claus, Fran-
kenstein, and Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles, all rolled
into one —and now having to show it from an American
perspective. ”

Although DigitalFilm Tree very much made its
mark with Final Cut Pro, our challenge has been to ex-
pand our expertise to include whatever hardware and
software our clients feel most comfortable with — fre-
quently several of them on a single project. Big films like
“The Forbidden Kingdom,” and even the much larger
number of indie projects, will continue to need custom
workflows. People who work on films with these work-
flows are finding bigger challenges and greater rewards
as their roles expand, and as they get to work with their
favorite systems on their favorite films. W

PICTORVISION ECLIPSE 3D FLIES IN SUPPORT OF
FIRST ARTBEATS 3D FILM LIBRARY SHOOT

Pictorvision announces that Artbeats, in collaboration with cinematographer Doug
Holgate, has chosen the new eclipse 3D aerial rig for a stock footage shoot. “We
pride ourselves in specializing in footage that is difficult to shoot, things that have
high production value,” explains Artbeats’ Phil Bates. “Since we believe that 3D is in
our future, we wanted to be ready for it. To push-the-envelope in footage capture,
we turned to the one company we knew could make it happen — Pictorvision. Not
only is their aerial equipment the best, their gyro-stabilization was a must for aerial
cinematographer Doug Holgate.” For this initial 3D venture, Bates and Holgate decided to shoot footage off the coast
of Catalina, fly through Long Beach, downtown Los Angeles, Mount Wilson and back to Catalina to get images of birds
lifting off the rocks and other visuals. “Before we began the actual shoot we did extensive tests with Pictorvision,” says
Holgate. “We needed to find a middle ground; not too close to our ‘objects’ but not so far away that the images don't
appear 3D. Traditionally, in 3D you don’t want to go to the long end of the lens, past 35mm or stay wide. We went deeper
on everything. When we got back to Pictorvision, we viewed the tests on Tom Hallman’s 50-inch 3D monitor and it was
amazing. “Pictorvision was really there for us,” he adds. “They put trim knobs that acted as wheels on their gear, so | could
get off the joystick and induce a pan or tilt. It was designed so that, once the pan rate was selected the equipment would
maintain that rate of pan until | turned it down to stop it. They really listen to an operator’s needs and that makes all the
difference in a difficult shoot such as this.” “Pictorvision’s technician Jake Capistron did an incredible job putting together
the rig to handle the two RED cameras with Angenieux Optimo 17-80mm lenses,” says Pictorvision’s Tom Hallman. “The
benefits of using the eclipse with its ability to handle large payloads, absolutely level horizon and perfect stabilization
really showed its value in 3D on a big screen. Our custom software to control the cameras and lenses allowed our DP to
focus on his framing, and not worry about the added complications of keeping the two images in sync.”

Our world audience is important to us and in
2011 we'll be contracting with local servers around
the world as we localize our file serving. With this
move, large magazine PDFs, demo reels and other
videos, video tutorials, podcast files, etc., will serve up
even faster for our global audience.

Also of interest to our global audience — as
well as those who prefer the digital version of our
magazine — we've been researching many of the
electronic magazine delivery systems. Not only for
web delivery but for Android, iPhone, iPad, etc.
